1. GOD’S PLANS FOR MY LIFE WILL ALWAYS BE GOOD

3. GOD PUT MY GOOD ABOVE HIS OWN GOOD

So if you, as sinful people, know how to give 
GOOD gifts to your children, how much more will your Heavenly Father 
give the Holy Spirit to those who ask him!”
